and help us grow toward greater holiness. The
precepts are like the frame of a house: they hold
everything together so that a beautiful home of
faith can be built upon them. Once the foundation
is strong, God invites us into deeper prayer, richer
charity, and wholehearted discipleship. Then you
are going to be protecting and nourishing your
relationship with God and the Church if you keep
these five precepts of the Church. You can think of
them as some arbitrary obligation placed upon
you (they're not, by the way), or as check-points to
make sure your life remains on course. They are a
simple test of your spiritual “pulse”. From this
perspective, they provide a certain comfort. Have
you ever been worried that you were doing
enough? It is a good question. How do you answer
it? “Well, | feel like | am today...| don't feel like it this
afternoon..”. The Church spares us from this agony,
but not from the question (because it is a really
good question!). We have a criterion for self-
evaluation. The precepts are neither arbitrary nor
mysterious. They are practical and concrete. You
can trust them. Let us continue to grow together—
as individuals and as a parish family—walking the
path of holiness with joy.
